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Residential Permit Parking Area 8

Last month, the police responded to an 
ad on Craig’s List and arrested a resi-
dent trying to sell two laminated visitor 
permits, which were color copies of his 
permit.  For more information on the 
arrest, see Peter Herman’s Baltimore 
Sun Feb. 25th article. 
 
Permits may not be laminated, so resi-
dents are advised to remove any lami-
nation because it could be confused 
with forgeries. 
 
On Charles Street near Conway, a new 
sign advertising monthly parking on a 
Harbor Way East Parking lot has ap-
peared. I have notified the Harbor Way 
associations that renting parking spaces 
to the public is a violation of zoning and 
Residential Parking Permit (RRP) laws 

and it must stop renting spaces or its partici-
pation in the RRP program could be revoked.  
All off street parking is for residents of the 
condos. 
 
Also, some neighbors have observed visitor 

permits on the same cars 
day after day, sign of use 
by residents, not visitors.  
Residents who do this 
might not have access to 
off street parking spaces. 
 
I plan to document all visi-

tor permit use in April to make sure they are 
legitimate and to determine if they are being 
used by Harbor Way residents.

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have come to live in Baltimore,” said

Every ten years, as required by the 
federal Constitution, the country 

takes part in a complete 
count of all people living 
in the United States. The 
population totals deter-
mine which states gain or 
lose representation in 
Congress. More impor-
tantly for Baltimore City, 
the Census 2010 data will 

establish how much of the available 
federal funds will be allocated to mu-
nicipalities over the next 10 years.  
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The City is embarking on a public 
awareness campaign between now 
and the next year to promote the 
Census among Baltimore’s diverse 
citizenry ensuring a complete and 
accurate count in 2010.  

“Our city has a large segment of 
people who are typically under-
counted, such as older citizens, stu-
dents and immigrant populations,” 
added Mayor Dixon. “We need eve-
ryone’s help to raise awareness 
among all Baltimoreans about the 
importance of the census process.”

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F ederal regulations stopped the use of lead-based paint in residential construction in 1978, though the health 
dangers related to lead-based paint had been known for decades.  Indeed lead-based paint was banned in 
places like Germany and Japan in the early part of the 20th century.  Today both federal and state laws require 
home owners to disclose to prospective buyers or tenants any knowledge they had of lead-based paint at the 

premises.  The law does not require any remediation at this time, but liability especially for potential health risks to ten-
ants is an ever-present concern for landlords, which can be mitigated by following state regulations.  In Baltimore City 
there has been a crack down on lead-safe/free certificates for rental properties with large daily fines for landlords not in 
compliance. 

Now sellers and buyers are becoming aware of a new “latent (hidden) defect” — MOLD with residential contracts now 
often requiring a mold inspection.  The problem has led to multi-million-dollar settlements and stories of new houses 
being bulldozed to correct the problem.  Unlike lead-based paint, there are no current regulations regarding mold, and 
even more illusively, the presence of mold in a home may be nothing more than a cosmetic issue like mildew in a bath.  
Mold comes in many varieties, from the harmless, yet unsightly, common bathroom mildew to highly toxic varieties that 
resist eradication and can even cause death.  In order to know what kind of mold is involved, air sampling may be re-
quired followed by analysis.  While good home inspectors will point out the presence of mold, they probably will not be 
able to determine the kind of mold present without such additional evaluation.  As with other environmental issues, like 
the presence of asbestos or oil spills, an appropriate evaluation of the scope and seriousness of the situation by com-
petent inspectors will go a long way to minimizing both health risks and the liability that may arise from them.  In older 
houses buyers are increasingly aware of mold as an issue that may require attention prior to a sale.  Sellers are well 
advised to look for mold and deal with it prior to any inspections.
